Peculiarities of the Development of Modern Forest Laws of the Russian Federation
Practical layers and scientists of the current forest Code adopted in 2006 began to criticize it just after its adoption
and continued to do so for the last twelve years. The legislator has repeatedly made changes to the forest legislation
in order to highlight the unresolved problems. In fact, in February 2019 the discussion of the new Forest Code
began. It is necessary to understand what king os tasks this new document should solve. Despite the fact that in
September 2018 the Strategy for the development of the timber industry of the Russian Federation until 2030 was
adopted. Skeptics say that now it is illogical to create another law that will devalue this document especially since a
number of important forest laws have been adopted recently. The new Forest Code is necessary to change in order
to meet all the interests of man, business and the state, which are already spelled out in the Strategy.
In fact the discussion of the new Forest Code began in February 2019. Some views of scientists and practitioners
that they Express at various scientific conferences and the media are interesting to analyze.
