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Biological Security: Sociolegal and Terminological Characteristics

The article discusses the social prerequisites for the emergence of the biosafety phenomenon that led to
the design of a number of international acts containing the conceptual foundations and principles of handling
biological substances for peaceful and military purposes. The analysis of legal, doctrinal and scientific
approaches to a common categorical understanding of safety and national safety is carried out, as a result of
which the place of biological safety in the structure of types of safety is determined. The terminological features
and contradictions of such concepts as: biological safety and biological security and other derivatives from
them, formulated on the basis of interstate and advanced foreign and national approaches, are considered.
It is noted that in the Russian state there is no clear distinction between such concepts, in addition, for certain
types of security, among which there are no formal doctrinal approaches by the state, which in the future may
become a prerequisite for a number of difficult to solve problems. An author’s interpretation of the concept
of biosafety, biosecurity, laboratory biosecurity and bioterrorism is proposed. The expediency of using such
concepts for the purpose of unification of legal norms is substantiated, provided that it is necessary to formulate
a biological safety doctrine.
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
