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Protection of Rights of a Good Faith Real Estate Acquirer
The article is devoted to defense of rights of an innocent purchaser of immovable property. The analysis of the current civil
legislation and the court practice regarding defense of rights of an innocent purchaser of immovable property was conducted. Taking
into consideration the work of the Unified State Register of Immovable Property the author proposes to proceed from the assumption
that exposures related to legal weaknesses of property must be carried not by buyers and sellers, but by authorities that should have
prevented the transfer of ownership of the disputed property.
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
