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Peculiarities of the Legal Status of Medium-Sized Enterprises

Medium-sized business in the system of market relations is characterized by the production sphere of activity and corporate
governance model. This type of business is recognized as the most adapted to changes in the economy, however, a small proportion
of enterprises that can have this status and take advantage of state support measures. From the author's point of view, the legal
status of medium-sized enterprises is largely determined by the main type of entrepreneurial (production) activity, characterized
by a high level of added value and the legal form (design, management bodies) of the legal entity, along with the General conditions
(criteria) of division of entrepreneurship into small and medium. The author comes to the conclusion that the features of the legal
status of a legal entity as a medium-sized business entity are associated with its individual innovative features (initiative, efficiency,
effectiveness, corporativity), change in the legal form and method of occurrence (acquisition). Civil and administrative components
of the legal status of medium-sized businesses in matters of civil rights, duties and legal responsibility are distinctive manifestations
of its legal status.
