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On the Need for the Legal Demarcation Between the Public and Civil Control Concepts (on the Example
of State Procurements)

The article supports the scientific position regarding the need for legal differentiation of the concepts of public
and civil control as two types of non-state control. Under public control it is proposed to understand the relevant
activities of public associations. Civil control is associated with control activities carried out independently by
an individual citizen. The viability of such an approach is addressed on the example of public procurement.
Against the background of a certain interconnection of control activities carried out by public associations and
individual citizens in the field in question, it is concluded that there is a need for legal differentiation of these
types of private control, which requires the introduction of appropriate amendments to the legislation on public
procurement.
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
