This article discusses the directions of some legal problems that arise or may potentially arise in the future in the field of
artificial intelligence. Special attention is paid to the issues of civil law assessment of artificial intelligence behavior. With the
development of science and technology, artificial intelligence has the ability to perform independent, including legally significant,
actions. Artificial intelligence affects areas where its activities can directly affect people's lives and health, such as services and
transport. The analysis of the content of the European Parliament resolution on the possibility of granting artificial intelligence
a legal status is carried out, the main principles and meaning of its existence are stated. The author draws attention to the issue
of granting artificial intelligence legal personality. Artificial intelligence differs significantly from other phenomena and objects
of civil law, as a result of which there are problems with the responsibility of the artificial intelligence that made the decision
to commit actions that qualify as an offense on its own. The author argues for the need to Supplement the civil code with new
sources of increased danger that pose a danger to others.
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
