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Legitimacy and Legality as Legal Categories

The author of the article explores the categories of legitimacy and legality, which are used to characterize legal phenomena in
various spheres of relations. These categories are often identified in the law literature (used to mean compliance with the requirements
oflaw), despite the fact that they have different semantic content. The general and special in the content of the categories of legality
and legitimacy as legal categories are considered.

It is noted that not every legal norm contained in a legal act can be legitimate from the point of view of its perception by public
opinion, by the general public, as well as not every legitimate legal act can be legal from the point of view of its adoption.

The author concludes that one of the conditions for effective lawmaking is to ensure the legality of acts adopted, which, after
their adoption, receive comprehensive legitimation.
