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Protection of the Right to Education and Health of Pupils within the Framework of the Voluntary Nature of Tuberculinodiagnosis

The article deals with the problem of ensuring the right to general education of children who have not undergone tuberculin diagnostics, and
the right to health protection of other children studying in preschool educational and general educational organizations.

An assessment of the recommendation of the Supreme Court of the Russian Federation on the choice of forms and methods of education for
children not examined for tuberculosis, excluding them from visiting a healthy children’s team, is given.

The conclusion on the need to harmonize the requirement of clause 823 of SanPiN 3.3686-21 with the norms of federal legislation on the
voluntariness of medical examination for tuberculosis is reasoned. The constructiveness of the study of the issue of the availability in the constituent
entities of the Russian Federation of alternative to Mantoux and Diaskintest methods of diagnosing tuberculosis and their possible inclusion in the
compulsory medical insurance of children with medical contraindications for intradermal testing is noted.
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
