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Protection of Rights of a Secured Creditor, Resident of the Russian Federation, in Bankruptcy of a Cyprus
Company

The article considers a situation in which a Cyprus company is in an economic crisis, and the claims of one of its
creditors, a Russian legal entity, are secured by a pledge of real estate located on the territory of the Russian Federation.
The author reveals what rights such a creditor has and which are better used to protect creditor’s property interests.
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
