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Subsidiary Liability of a Person Controlling a Debtor: Right Enforcement Issues

The article is devoted to certain difficulties of the possibility of bringing the controlling debtor to subsidiary liability.
It examines, in particular, the problems of defining the debtor’s property crisis and the criteria for determining it, as well as
establishing the moment of objective bankruptcy in relation to the debtor’s manager. The author states that the line between
the isolation of a person’s responsibility from its leaders and owners is quite thin. The difficulties of bringing the controlling
debtor to subsidiary liability lie in the plane of imperfection of substantive legal norms and the lack of detailed elaboration
of this issue at the legislative level.
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
