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The Legal Regulation of a Group of Persons in the Digital Economy Conditions

The article considers the legal situation of a group of persons in the context of the digital transformation of
Russian society. A certain irrationalism in the regulation of the economy was noted, due to the possible unreliability
of economic information, and as a result the presence of errors in the decisions made. It was emphasized that the
uncertainty characterizing the development and implementation of the latest technologies requires a responsible
attitude of all economic actors, including the development of new forms of cooperation by companies, ‘new
partnerships’. At the same time, legislation and its improvement are considered as a solid foundation for the
rationality of the economy’s functioning, including the codification of civil and competition legislation in relation
to a group of persons, as a system of interconnected and interacting economic entities that provide qualitatively new
methods and mechanisms of management on the basis of information technologies. Particular attention is paid to
the grounds for the formation of a group of persons, the role of a group-forming person and a controlling person.
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
