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Prospects of the Legal Regulation of “Green” Procurements in the Russian Federation

The article reviews relevant issues of the development of the Russian contractual system in terms of the introduction of “green”
procurements. Such practice becomes more and more popular in the world; however, legal regulation problems remain. The author of
the article pays attention to the need for the legal regulation of “green” procurements, the establishment of the regulatory framework
and the legislative mechanism for the introduction thereof in the Russian Federation.
