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The Single European Market of Armaments as a Legal Category

The article examines possible approaches to the legal nature of the single European Defence Equipment Market, its place in the
legal system of the European Union. The author comes to the conclusion that the European Defence Equipment Market as a legal
category is a set of social relations, namely, the economic relations developing within the framework of the internal (common) market
of the European Union on cross-border research, production, transfer between member states and export from the EU Member
étates to third countries of military products, as well as closely related political relations aimed at ensuring the protection of Vitalj

interests for society and the state that may be affected by cross-border production, transfer within and export from the EU defense
equipment and dual-use products. To regulate such public relations, the European Union seeks to set up unified or harmonized legal
norms regulating the activities of the relevant legal entities in the procurement, transfer or export of weapons and dual-use goods,
allowing to eliminate the main threats to the interests of the member states in the field of security and defense, thereby eliminating
the risks derogations from the general regulation created at the EU level.
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
