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The Negative Impact of the Crisis Caused by the COVID-19 Pandemic on the Safeguarding of the Children’s Right to
Education

The COVID-19 pandemic has affected the situation of children worldwide in a dramatic way. Never before did we see suspension
of schooling, alternative care facilities, child protection programs, care programs for children with disabilities or children abuse
protection programs on such large worldwide scale.

Only the future will show the combined effects of the measurements against Corona virus and socio-economic effects of the
lockdown on the mental and physical health of children. Children are often forgotten in public discussions about who to fight the
spread of the virus as they do not have a strong lobby working for their interests. But still there stands Article 26 of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights guaranteeing the children a right to education. This right has to be uphold also through difficult
pandemic times by additional efforts and investments into the school systems.

Some more Sustainable Development Goals by the United Nations are harmed with stopping vaccinations like polio or stopping
nutrition and health care programs in local elementary schools. All encroachments on basic rights have to be tested through ongoing
observations of the development of the pandemic and have to be lifted or reduced as quickly as possible.
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
