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Bringing of the Russian Federation to the Subsidiary Liability in Cases on Bankruptcy of Federal State Unitary Enterprises
and Joint-Stock Companies with State Participation: Issues of Theory and Practice

The article is devoted to the study of the mechanism of bringing the Russian Federation to subsidiary liability in cases of bankruptcy
of federal state unitary enterprises (FSUE) and joint-stock companies with federal state participation (JSC). The issues of the legal
nature of FSUE, as well as the mechanism of participation of the Russian Federation in the management of JSC with state participation
are considered. The analysis of the law enforcement practice of arbitration courts for the consideration of separate disputes of this
category is carried out. Proposals were made to amend the legislation on bankruptcy in terms of excluding subsidiary liability of the
Russian Federation in this category of cases. Attention is drawn to the differences in the legal nature of corporate relations related
to the participation of the Russian Federation and the relations that develop between the Russian Federation and state agencies.
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
