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Means of Ensuring Discharge of Obligations in Case of Overbooking in a Passenger Air Transportation

Agreement in Russia and Kazakhstan

Recently, cases of illegal refusals to passengers to board a plane have become more frequent. The main
reasons for the growing number of violations of the rights and legitimate interests of passengers are the pursuit
of profit by airlines in the absence of proper attention from state authorities to this problem. The sale by
air carriers of tickets on board an aircraft under the overbooking system, that is, in an amount greater than
the number of seats provided for, is not actually regulated by special rules that provide for liability for such
violations.
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
