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A Transaction Concluded with the Use of Online Platforms as a Legal Phenomenon in the Russian Federation and the
People’s Republic of China

In this article, the author looks the legal nature of deals concluded through online platforms. The main differences between
“traditional” and online deals are revealed. The main part of the paper is an analysis of the current state of legislation on the issue
of deals concluded online. The author compares the legal regulation of this form of deal in the Russian Federation and the People’s
Republic of China. The main problems of the legislation of the Russian Federation are analyzed. Attention is focused on the mo-
ment of conclusion of this form of deal (agreement). As a method of scientific knowledge, the author uses both general scientific
methods of synthesis and analysis, generalization, as well as legal techniques and instruments, especially the methods of compara-
tive jurisprudence. Relevance of the subject of research is due to insufficient knowledge of this form of deal and weak legal basis.
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
