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On the Legal Consequences of a Conditional Deal

This article discusses the features of agreements made under a suspensive condition, from the point of view

of the moment when the rights and obligations of the parties to such a transaction arise. It is proved that an
agreement made under a suspensive condition gives rise to legal consequences after its conclusion, and not
after the occurrence of the condition. Immediately, the participants in legal relations have obligations not to
promote/prevent the occurrence/non-occurrence of the condition in bad faith, and also to maintain the possibility
of fulfilling the main obligations. The author draws attention to the using of terminology that is not typical for
Russian civil law: “state of bondage”, “conditional obligation”, etc., in relation to the situation when the suspensive
condition has not yet occurred. It is argued that it is more correct to use the term “conditional fulfillment of an
obligation”, rather than “a conditional obligation”. Similarities and differences in the legal consequences of a
preliminary contract and an agreement made under a suspensive condition are analyzed. It is proved that the
condition cannot be included in the preliminary contract, as this contradicts its nature.
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
