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This article discusses the provisions of the constitutions of the states of the world on the socio-economic rights before
the adoption of the Covenant, 1966 and the subsequent effect of the Covenant in the constitutional law. Using historical, logi-
cal, sociological research methods, content analysis, techniques of comparative law, the author comes to the conclusion that,
in contrast to the first part of the 1966 Covenant (Covenant on Civil and political rights) in the content of the second Covenant
(Covenant on economic, social and cultural rights), adopted at the same time, significant influenced by recording of such
rights in the then Constitution of the USSR, 1936, in the later constitutions of other countries totalitarian socialism, although,
because of the nature of such totalitarian order these rights had not been fully implemented, and socio-economic indicators
of the standard of living in these countries were much lower than in the advanced countries of the West. The author analyzes
the elements of a compromise between the approaches of socialist doctrines and modern regulations of liberal semi-social
capitalism to basic human rights in the table of contents, wording and even the names of the 1966 Covenants, the impact of
this on the modern Constitution, their content and wording, including the Russian Constitution, 1993.
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
