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The accession of the Russian Federation to the Group of States against corruption (GRECO) led to significant
changes in the legal regulation of political parties, as it was necessary to take into account the anti-corruption stan-
dards of their financing developed by this group. In particular, the system of control over the receipt and expenditure
of funds and other property by political parties has undergone a serious transformation. GRECO proceeds from the
need to ensure independent control of the financial side of party life, which in the context of anti-corruption require-
ments should, first, prevent unjustified state interference in the activities of political parties, and, accordingly, increase
the guarantees of their independence, and, secondly, increase the effectiveness of the fight against party corruption.
To thisend, it is proposed to divide control into state and non-state. The legal form of the latter is an independent audit.
In terms of reforming the state control, its centralization and weakening of influence on the control bodies of Executive
power is required. The Russian Federation has largely complied with the proposed recommendations of the GRECO —
the legislation has secured the institution of audit of party finances, control powers over the financing of parties were
concentrated in the system of election commissions. The issue of ensuring the independence of these commissions
remains unresolved, which raises the question of the need to develop clear and precise criteria for confirming the influ-
ence of the Executive power on the work of electoral bodies. In addition, it is necessary to discuss the effectiveness of
independent audit as a tool of control, the ratio of audit and state control.
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
