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The right to appeal is an indispensable element of the right to a fair trial, the norm of customary international law and, ac-
cording to some internationals courts, a peremptory norm of modern international law. Currently, there are two main trends in
the development of this right. The first trend is connected with the expansion of the scope of the rights of the accused and is
characterized by an increase in the guarantees of his rights. This trend is observed in the national law of individual states and in
international human rights bodies. The second trend is observed in the activities of international criminal courts and tribunals
and is characterized by a significant limitation of the right of the accused to appeal. Thus, in particular, the very structure of the
international criminal judicial institutions (appellate chambers as structural units of the court or tribunal) does not allow the
accused to have the right to appeal as set forth in the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights and other human
rights treaties. The practice of international criminal courts and tribunals also limits the accused in appealing court decisions,
imposing strict limits on those issues on which an appeal can be lodged. A serious problem is the right to appeal given to the
prosecutor in case of acquittal of the accused and a number of other problems. The Statute of the International Criminal Court
had resolved some problems that were produced in the practice of ad hoc criminal tribunals. However, many problems still
await their solution.
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
