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Modern Austria is one of the advanced states not only in Europe, but also on the world stage in the level of social
protection of the population, including medical care. This situation is largely due to efficient economic policy, which ensures
the necessary revenues to the budget, as well as legislation focused on meeting the interests of the citizens of this state. Against
this background, the Austrian experience of legal regulation of the relationship associated with genomic research in assisted
reproduction, seems to be very interesting for Russia and can be partially used in lawmaking activities. The content of the study
is aimed at assisting in the solution of this important national task.

To prepare this work, an analysis of the Austrian legislation, its comments, analytical technical comments on the political
nature of the emergence of certain norms. Historical method was also used. Using the comparative legal method, the legal acts
of Austria were compared with the laws of Germany, Russia and Switzerland. To formulate some conclusions and proposals, the
method of synthesis and deduction was used.

This article can be useful in formulating the provisions of the Russian legislation on diagnostics and editing the human
genome. In particular, the conceptual aspects of the Austrian experience are

proposed, which can form the basis of domestic law, some procedural rules are proposed. Present research can also be
useful for scientists dealing with the problems of legal regulation of genomic research, medical law of Austria and some aspects
of comparative law.
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
