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The article discusses the main subjects of legal relations in the framework of export activities and their classification, mea-
sures to promote the development of foreign trade. The deficiencies in the regulatory legal acts governing the activities of the
Russian Export Center JSC were revealed; Development strategies for small and medium enterprises in the Russian Federation.
It was noted that the vector of activity of the main institute for the support of Russian exports (including SMEs) — JSC «Russian
Export Center», is mainly focused on the support of medium-sized enterprises. Considering the total number of medium-
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sized enterprises in Russia today and the number of medium-sized export-oriented enterprises, this does not contribute to
the achievement of strategic goals aimed at Russia’s export breakthrough. In the Strategy for the Development of Small and
Medium Enterprises in the Russian Federation, as a strategic guideline, the need to increase the share of SMEs in Russia’s GDP
from 20 to 40% is indicated, but there is no distinction between categories of SMEs: micro, small and medium enterprises. This
designates the conditions under which an increase in the total number of SMEs will not have a positive effect on the quantita-
tive increase in the share of exporters among SMEs and, accordingly, on the increase in the share of SMEs in Russia's GDP. The
article contains proposals aimed at eliminating the identified gaps.
