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The article analyzes the organizational and legal consequences of the Russian Federation’s accession to the Council of
Europe in the field of penitentiary policy. The subject of the study was the following obligations of the Russian Federation: re-
subordination of the penal enforcement system; abolition of the death penalty; development and adoption of codifying acts;
improvement of conditions of detention of prisoners, etc. The analysis of the changes has shown that, in General, there have
been significant changes in the Russian penitentiary sphere that meet the principles and requirements of both the Council of
Europe and the needs of the Russian state.
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
