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In the article, the author notes some general approaches to the criminal law protection of insider information in the
EU countries. Addressing laws of the Federal Republic of Germany, France, Spain and other states, the paper underlines the
common approach to the protection of financial relations. Following the results of the review of the issue, the degree-seeking
student concludes that the legal system of insider information protection in Russia corresponds to international standards and
national laws of a number of developed foreign countries of the EU.
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
