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This article discusses the main problems and contradictions of interaction between the Russian Federation and organizations
of Russian compatriots in the Baltic States. Practical aspects of interaction with organizations of compatriots (issues of granting
grants, financing activities) are analyzed. The article examines the international legal framework for the activities of organizations
of compatriots against the background of opposition to their activities by state bodies in the countries of their location. Russia
cannot completely curtail the program of support for compatriots abroad, as this would contradict its state priorities as a regional
leader in the post-Soviet space. It is in its interest to continue to provide assistance to the coordinating councils, but only with the
specific interests of our country in mind. A critical analysis is presented, as well as practical recommendations for overcoming the
existing problems.
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
