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The Russian legal system refers to the Romano-Germanic legal family and has much in common with the legal orders of the
member states of such a family. Many of the provisions of Russian civil legislation were, more or less, borrowed from the codified
normative legal acts of such countries as Germany and France. Among such provisions there are the regulations governing the
application of the contract structure for the benefit of a third party. The participation of third parties in civil obligations does not
fall within the framework of the usual structure of the obligation, where all legal relationships are built between the promisee and
the promisor. Therefore, the structure of the contract for the benefit of a third party has its own characteristics that require special
regulation. Such regulation in different legal orders has its own specifics. In particular, the regulation of the legal position of the
consignee as a beneficiary in the cargo carriage contract and the possibility of applying the structure of the contract for the benefit
of a third party to such a contract requires special attention. This article will carry out a comparative legal analysis of the concept
of the participation of the consignee as a third party in the cargo carriage contract in the legal orders of Germany and France to
determine the essence of the legal position of the consignee in the contract and the possibility of applying the structure of the
contract for the benefit of a third party to the legal relations of the participants of the obligation.
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
