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The globalization of economic processes, the emergence of single markets and investment platforms for doing
business while maintaining economic independence and strengthening the development priorities of individual states raise
questions about determining the place and significance of international obligations, about finding reliable criteria for fulfilling
international obligations, the ratio of national and supranational sources of law in domestic circulation, and foreign trade
activities.
