SMART CONTRACTS AS "SMART"
INFORMATION ASSETS IN THE INTELLECTUAL
PROPERTY SYSTEM
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In the article, the author explores the legal nature of the new contract for Russian civil law — a smart contract. The author
of the article justifies the conclusion that an electronic document and a smart contract are not identical concepts. A smart
contract can also be considered as a condition for fulfilling obligations in a simple written transaction. The subject of a smart
contract has a certain specificity, it should also be “smart’, that is, it should be in such a state that it provides the possibility
of exercising the powers of the media through the blockchain-platform. Unlike paper contracts, smart contracts cannot be
terminated and changed either voluntarily or in court, which does not comply with the provisions of chapter 29 of the Civil
Code of the Russian Federation. A smart contract can only be removed from the platform if it contains a seftDistruct command.
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
