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In the article, the author, addressing the problem of international legal regulation of issues of liability for environmental damage, dwells on the
analysis of civil liability for causing transboundary damage. The author, guided by the provisions of the decisions of the International Court of Justice of the
United Nations, specifi es directly the general obligation to refrain from causing transboundary damage in relation to the environment. The international
legal framework for the principle of abstinence from causing transboundary harm to the environment is also disclosed. There is a very limited circle of
participants in contractual mechanisms for establishing civil liability for causing transboundary damage to the environment, with the exception of those
related to nuclear damage or damage from oil pollution. The need for international cooperation in the form of conventions, bilateral agreements and other
international cooperation is emphasized. On the basis of the Principles relating to the distribution of losses in the case of transboundary harm caused as
a result of hazardous activities, the features of the corresponding civil liability institution are highlighted. It is noted that civil liability in relation to damage
caused to the environment allows supplementing the existing mechanism for holding States accountable for certain international violations, being aimed at
ensuring maximum protection of the right to a favorable environment. The relationship between the concepts of sustainable development and civil liability
for environmental damageisaffi rmed.
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
