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The international community failed to develop a single legal defi nition of the concept of economic and fi nancial crimes. There are no respective
international provisions including the ones introducing a uniform approach for singling out of their types and measures of combating on the international and
national level. This is largely due to the fact that the criminal policy in the economic sphere considerably diff ers from country to country. It is also diffi cult to
determine the general scale of such crimes because of the diff erences in the criminal policy of states in terms of criminalization of economic and fi nancial crimes;
even if such facts are acknowledged crimes, they are often not reported. The identifi cation and investigation of these crimes requires a high level of knowledge
which is poorly developed, especially in the developing countries.
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
