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The question of the limits of the practice of international courts is one of the most controversial. The article is devoted to the study of doctrinal approaches to the
interpretation of international law by national judicial institutions. The author analyzes the positions of judicial moderation, judicial autonomy and resistance to judicial
dialogue of national courts. Itis concluded that international courts act as «final courts», allowing to find a solution to a complex factual problems. In this part, their practice
can be borrowed by national judicial authorities. The search for complex problems of law enforcement cannot be entrusted exclusively to national or international courts;
it requires the contribution of both types of judicial institutions, whose relations will dynamically and constantly develop and complement each other.
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
