THE CORRELATION BETWEEN INTERNATIONAL STANDARDS, RUSSIAN LAW PRINCIPLES AND TYPES
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The issue of protection of civil rights of small and medium-sized businesses through domestic and international administrative and legal means is related to
thesuffi ciency of the legal basis for the regulation of business relations in the light of Federal legislation, legal positions (provisions) of the highest (administrative)
courts, international treaties and the case-law of the European Court of justice. The diff erences between them a system of communication that refl ects the multilevel
approaches of administrative (state) management, focused on the qualitative characteristics of small and medium-sized businesses, as residents of the national
economy, powerless participants in legal and economic relations enjoy the support of state bodies and bodies of local self-government. The basis of such relations is
formed by international standards and national principles of law, the relationship of which with the methods of protection allows to create material and procedural
conditions for eff ective administrative regulation of recognition and protection of civil rights of professional economic entities under the jurisdiction of the state.
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
