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The 2021 Corruption Perceptions Index ranks the United States 27th out of 180 countries. Despite this fact, corruption is a real threat to the
national security of this country. This is evidenced by the Anti-Corruption Strategy released in December 2021. This article provides an overview
of the main provisions of this Strategy, as well as a statistical analysis of law enforcement practices in the fight against corruption in the context
of the COVID-19 pandemic. In particular, we studied the dynamics of charges brought against officials for various corruption offenses and their
geographical prevalence. At the same time, we analyzed the dynamics of verdicts for all corruption cases in general, and for certain categories
of officials in particular.
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
