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This paper examines the current Canadian legislation in the fi eld of compensation for criminal damage to victims. To this end, the author
analyzed the Canadian criminal legislation and other special legislative acts that protect the rights of victims. Special attention was paid to the
characteristics of the Canadian mechanism of restorative justice and parole. The author comes to the conclusion that the current Canadian
legislation in order to compensate for criminal harm contains effe ctive interim measures, which include restitution and taxes |levied from
off enders in favor of injured persons. In addition, the Canadian Federal Government and the territorial and provincial Governments have an
eff ective joint responsibility to ensure and protect the rights of victims.
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
