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Prosecutors’ Objections against the Special Procedure
for Adoption of a Court Decision upon the Consent of the Accused
with the Charge Brought against Him (a Judicial Practice Analysis)
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The article describes the results of a judicial practice analysis of cases on application of the special procedure
for adoption of a court decision upon the consent of the accused with the charge brought against him. Special
attention is paid to the prosecutors’ role in the choice between a special or general judicial procedure by court.
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
