The article discusses the issues of delineation in the qualification of a criminal offense under Arti-
cle. 322.3 of the Criminal Code, and an administrative offense under Part 2 of Art. 19.27 Administrative
Code of the Russian Federation. In both adjacent structures, liability is established for similar illegal ac-
tions in the implementation of migration registration. Criteria are formulated by which a criminal of-
fense should be distinguished from administrative tort.
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
