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The article substantiates the need to expand the use of alternative methods of resolving criminal law
conflicts in pre-trial proceedings. The author comes to the conclusion that the most important alterna-
tive ways of resolving criminal-legal conflicts, applicable in the course of pre-trial proceedings, are the
termination of criminal prosecution in connection with reconciliation with the victim, due to active re-
morse, and with exemption from criminal liability with the use of a fine. The main way to expand the use
of alternative methods of resolving criminal law conflicts in accordance with public interests is to reori-
ent the criminal prosecution authorities to the need for the widest possible use of the Institute of exemp-
tion from criminal liability. The Prosecutor could play a special role in this. In this regard, the Prosecutor
should be given broad powers to monitor the use of alternative measures, as well as the ability to termi-
nate criminal prosecution independently. This would significantly optimize the process of applying al-
ternative methods of resolving criminal law conflicts, as well as reduce the risks of abuse of the powers
of preliminary investigation bodies. Expanding the use of alternative ways to resolve criminal law con-
flicts also involves actively informing its participants, explaining to them such opportunities and rights
to apply for termination of criminal prosecution, as well as the consequences of this.
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
