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At the present stage of development of economic relations, the institution of property continues to
play a key role, which necessitates the definition and legislative consolidation of the concept of «property».
The authors examine various historical and international approaches to the delineation and classification of
various types of property as objects of criminal encroachments. The paper analyzes the points of view exist-
ing in the legal doctrine on the ways of consolidating this concept in criminal law, through the prism of its
features. An attempt is made to identify weaknesses in the understanding of property in the concept of crim-
inal law and to consider various ways of settling and developing the concept of property as a subject of crime.
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
