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Based on the study of conceptual ideas about the development of criminal justice on the basis of
morality, humanity, kindness and justice, the article analyzes modern legislation and law enforcement
practice for their compliance with the moral and legal criteria of criminal procedure. By results of research
the author comes to the sad conclusion that the persons involved in the field of criminal procedural
relations not believe in justice, waiting for justice, just hope to deliver an impartial, informed, objective
decisions in a criminal case (it is the most direct way applies also to the work of prosecutors in criminal
proceedings and on the activity of bodies of preliminary investigation, host of the procedural decisions,
including the final, in a criminal case). The correction of the current situation requires a number of changes
to the legislation, new approaches to the formation of the judicial corps, to the definition of the role of the
prosecutor at certain stages of criminal proceedings, to the procedural status of the investigator, as well as
the resolution of numerous issues of law enforcement practice.
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
