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The article analyzes the draft of the Federal Law on amendments to the Criminal Procedure Code of the
Russian Federation stipulating liquidation of private prosecution. The author argues against such proposals
and lists facts supporting preservation of private prosecution. It is stated that the abandonment of private
prosecution will trigger a sharp workload increase not only for interrogation authorities but, as a result, for
judges as well. Besides, there will inevitably rise the number of convictions among persons having committed
minor crimes, which will make a negative impact on the social situation in the state. The author suggests
reviewing the transfer of some cases on some crime elements to the private prosecution category as a more
efficient area of humanization of the criminal policy rather than acknowledging such acts administrative off
enses.
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
