International Law Aspects of Cooperation between States
on Lasting Solution of the Refugee Issue

This article is devoted to the analysis of the international legal content of the concept of durable solution of the refugee
problem which has been studied very superficially in the Russian doctrine of international law. The author considers in detail three
approaches to the resolution of the problem - voluntary repatriation, voluntary assimilation and voluntary resettlement to a third
safe country. The article shows that each of the above-mentioned approaches has certain disadvantages the presence of which
does not contribute to durable solution of the refugee problem at the universal and regional levels and does not help to overcome
effectively the consequences of migration crises. The author concludes that it is necessary to deepen international cooperation
for a durable solution of the refugee problem taking into account the positive experience of several international organizations,
in particular, the Economic Community of West African Countries.
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
