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On the basis of archival materials, the situation of Moldovans deported to Western Siberia, including those with Russian roots,
is considered. Chronologically, the study covers the period of the great Patriotic war and post-war time. The authors emphasize the
economic content of the repression associated with the need for settlement and economic development of Western Siberia, as well as
the desire of the authorities to create a system of consolidation in the region of the exiled Moldovans and their descendants. The authors
describe the features of the content and legal status of the exiles, the state policy towards the children of the deported Moldovans. For
exiles in Siberia, special villages were built, commandant offices were established, strict control over the movement and all aspects of life,
including personal ones, was introduced. It is noted that Stalin’s punitive system often caused separatism and rejection of state power in
the population of national suburbs, which further influenced the collapse of the Soviet Union and the development of nationalist sentiments
in the republics of the USSR. At the same time, some Moldovans remained in Siberia, merging with the local population, adopting Russian
culture and adding to the category of Siberians.
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
