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The problem of ensuring human rights in the Russian Federation does not lose its relevance in the current legal realities. A special
place in the human rights system is occupied by the right to liberty and security of person. In this article, the authors draw attention to the
ambiguity of theoretical approaches to identifying the essence of the right to liberty and security of person, as well as the multidimensionality
and significance of the problem of its restriction. One of the ways to limit this right is the measure of securing the administrative case in
the form of placement in special institutions of foreign citizens or stateless persons subject to administrative expulsion from the Russian 3

Federation. The authors conclude that the current practice of keeping foreign citizens and stateless persons in these institutions for a
considerable period of time is a violation of the human right to liberty and security of person.
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
