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The subject of the study was the legal acts of the United States in the field of migration. The goal was to analyze the tough measures
taken by the US government that restrict immigration to America. For this purpose, methods were used: analysis, synthesis, and other
private scientific methods, including historical ones. The results show that the evolution of us migration legislation in the second half of
the XX century is associated with the influx of emigrants into the country and the need to regulate this phenomenon at the state level. The
authors concluded that the United States has accumulated considerable experience in legal regulation of migration processes and has
developed an effective mechanism for countering illegal migration. Scientific novelty is expressed in a comprehensive scientific study of
us migration legislation in the second half of the XX century. As an applied significance of the research, it is important to note the identified
historical and legal prerequisites that form the us migration legislation, as well as a number of regularities associated with its improvement.
The practical significance of the work is that the results obtained will be useful in further shaping the migration policy of Russia.
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
