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The article is devoted to the functional potential of international law as an ideological form of law in overcoming the problems
associated with migration processes.

These values, as international
law develops as an ideological form of law and its influence on national and international integration legal systems grows, people around
the world can rely on in developing strategies of behavior, regardless of their habitat. In this, the author sees the solution to a number
of important problems related to intercultural interaction, which is caused by the activation of migration processes in the modern world.
