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Purpose. Carrying out of a complex analysis of the legal support of the information and digital regulation of migration processes involving
migrant children.

Methods. A statistical analysis enabling to analyze the respective statistics data and make conclusions in respect of migration processes
involving migrant children; a systemic analysis giving an opportunity to review separate legal phenomena and structures interfering with each other.

Results. The information and digital regulation of migration processes is a developing inter-disciplinary area focused on the study of
spheres of the legal regulation of the use of digital technologies in migration processes management. The paper pays special attention to the
absence of any legal framework for the use of information and digital technologies in respect of migrant children. The authors develop specific
state mechanisms of the legal regulation of migration processes involving migrant children, taking into account the introduction of a specialized
digital infrastructure, regulatory support and ethical dilemmas.

Conclusions. the article justifies the conclusion on the need for an integrated and strategic approach towards adaptation and protection of
rights of migrant children. Ensuring access to reliable and relevant, accurate and timely information with the help of digital technologies remains
the key to information and migration security, stabilization of the society and migration processes in the state. Problems related to the absence of

a complex multi-disciplinary study of digital technologies of migration processes and programs of forecasting, planning and protection of rights of
migrants developed on their basis will impinge on the rights of migrant children, their participation in the «mediatized» society, which in its turn will
entail significant risks for the state migrants come to.
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
