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Purpose: to highlight some features of migration processes in the modern Russian Federation in the context of improving the
concept of state sovereignty, taking into account the updated National Security Strategy of the Russian Federation in the conditions of
globalization and localization processes taking place in the modern world.

Methods: the author uses a historical approach, as well as methods of analysis and observation, a formal legal method.

Results: a change in the prevailing understanding of the processes of globalization from the synonym of Americanization towards
multi-vector and multipolarity is postulated. To study the state-legal validity in the new conditions, the author proposed to identify the
directions of improvement of the traditional concept of state sovereignty in terms of using the categories of formal-legal and actual state
sovereignty, taking into account the factors of weakening state sovereignty in the logic of the consistent transition of risks into challenges
and threats in the development of the migration policy of the state. The article analyzes the actualization of issues of strengthening state
sovereignty, building an effective system of guarantees of state sovereignty in the updated National Security Strategy of the Russian
Federation in 2021.

Conclusions: in modern conditions, a new, real polarity is being formed, requiring states to build a system of constant monitoring
of risks, challenges and threats to state sovereignty, organizing a system of effective guarantees of state sovereignty with the indispensable
consideration of human and civil rights and freedoms when forming migration policies.
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
