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The purpose of hearticle is to analyze the administrative and legal regulation of the interaction of voluntary people's squads and military police
(military patrol) The Armed Forces of he Russian Federation. The article analyzes the sufficiency of legal regulation on the interaction of these subjects.

Based on specific norms of law, it is concluded that there are certain problems in regulating the features of interaction in order to achieve
public safety and order. These include gaps in the regulation of the very right of interaction of the military police with any organizations, associations
and departments, the order of interaction, information about the source of such an order and the person authorized to approve it, the deadline
for providing such a certificate, which can lead to negative consequences for the treasury and delaying the search process. In addition, there
is a problem of the status of the military police as a subject of legal relations and the problem of double subordination, which raises the question
of the independence of the military police, as well as the effectiveness of the tasks assigned to it.

For each of he shortcomings identified in he law, it is p oposed to improve legal regulation to optimize the process of interaction between
the military police and people's squads.
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
