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The construction of a massive Workers’ and Peasants’ Red Army on a mobilization basis led to the fact that it enlisted both
privates and officers who did not share the ideas of the new government, and in some cases were even ardent opponents of it.
Such soldiers joined counter-revolutionary organizations, passed secret information to the Whites, and joined their services.
All this led to the need to suppress such cases and to fight political crime in the troops.

On the basis of the carried out research the following conclusions were made about the organization of political investigation
in the Red Army: during 1918 the bodies to combat political crime were created by the Cheka in separate military units; at the
beginning of 1919 there was a merger of military counterintelligence bodies and bodies of political investigation in the army in the
system of special departments under the Cheka; the fight against political crime in the army was the main goal of the new special
service, which fully corresponded to the conditions of the Civil War; the Special Department and its local subdivisions experienced
an acute shortage of personnel, one reason for which was the high demands placed on their staff; the creation and staffing of the
system of special departments took place in the context of competition between the VChK and the RMCR.
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
